This is an invitation to contribute to a special issue of Cultural 
Studies<=>Critical Methodologies on the theme, “Interrupting 
History.” It invites social scientists and qualitative researchers to 
interrogate the ways in which the Bush administration launched a 
war based on false premises, lies and mis-truths. This is a call to 
arms, asking, “Can we interrupt history as it unfolds in front of us? 
If so how? If not, why not?”

In his analysis of the Iraqi War, Ricks (2006, p. 4) asks how 
the U. S. government could launch a preemptive war based on 
misinformation. He observes that the war happened, in part be-
cause there were a series of systemic failures and major lapses in 
the American system, including: a confused intelligence system, a 
passive Congress, and the inability of the media to “find and pres-
ent alternative sources of information about Iraq and the threat it ... 
did not present to the United States. It is a tragedy in which every 
major player contributed to the errors” (Ricks, 2006, p. 4).

 Ricks does not point a finger at the American social sci-
ence community, but he could have. This community largely stood 
silent during the run-up to and the aftermath of the on-going Iraqi 
War. This special issue asks a series of questions, including:

** Could qualitative researchers and critical social scientists 
have acted differently? 

** Could we have worked better with the journalists? How?
** Could we have better raised critical questions concerning 

the politics of truth and the ways in which truth, knowledge, intel-
ligence and evidence are socially constructed? 

** As members of various professional scholarly associations, 
could we have better contributed to the public discourse that pro-
tested the war 

** Could we have openly challenged the ways in which this 
Administration manipulated information? 
** How did we allow ourselves to be so silent? 

The politics of truth and evidence are at issue. The Bush ad-
ministration manipulated information, intelligence and evidence. 
The firestorm surrounding the Downing Street Memo (Ricks, 
2006, p. 39) reveals that the administration lied to the public and 
to the media. They fixed evidence and intelligence which would 
justify going to war. They made it very difficult for journalists to 
find and present alternative information that would challenge their 
arguments. They claimed that their critics were unpatriotic.  

The war implemented the Bush administration’s commitment 
to the principle of preemption, that is we will attack our enemies 
before they attack us (Ricks, 2006, p. 38). Suskind (2006) reveals 
that the playbook for the implementation of this policy was based 
on the One Percent Principle, or the so-called Cheney Doctrine. 

Even if there is a one percent chance of the unimaginable com-
ing due, act as if it is a certainty ... justified or not, fact-based or 
not; our response is what matters. We have to treat it as a certainty 
in terms of our response. It’s not about our analysis, or finding a 

preponderance of evidence. It’s about our response ... our response 
is what matters. If there is even a one percent chance of the terror-
ists getting a weapon of mass destruction, we have to act as if it 
were a certainty (Suskind, 2006, p. 62). 

There was a second playbook. It was based on the social con-
struction of reality principle: A senior advisor to President Bush 
(Suskind, 2004, p. 51), described this principle, contrasting the so-
called “’reality-based community’ --people who believe that solu-
tions emerge from ... judicious study of discernible reality” (p. 51), 
with the Administration’s world view: 

That’s not the way the world really works anymore. We’re an 
empire now, and when we act, we create our own reality. And 
while you are studying that reality we’ll act again creating other 
new realities, which you can study too ... We’re history’s actors 
... and you, all of you, will be left to just study what we do (Sus-
kind, 2004, p. 51). 

How do you respond to a statement such as this? Whose his-
tory are they creating? And for what ends? Who gave them this 
power? Who is holding them responsible for the consequences of 
their historical actions? If they do not like the effects of one reality, 
they create a new one, to which we must respond, living out the 
consequences of their experiments in reality construction.

With the Cheney doctrine and the social construction of reality 
principle in place, the Administration was free to implement the 
preemptive war strategy. If they believed there was a threat some-
where, all they had to do was construct the evidence that warranted 
preemptive action. 

And this seems to be what they are about to do with Iran, 
including challenging the American intelligence community, be-
cause they are unwilling to make judgment calls about Iran and its 
threats to the U. S. One official is quoted as saying, “We’re not in a 
court of law. When there is no evidence you have to ask them what 
they mean, what is the meaning of the term ‘evidence’?” (Maz-
zetti, 2006, p. A13), 

Indeed. What is the meaning of this word in this current his-
torical moment? These are the issues and challenges this special 
issue will address.

Technology broadly defined

I suggest working from the Heideggerian (1977) definition of 
technology: anything used instrumentally that enframes the world 
we live in. This obviously includes physical machines and ap-
paratuses, but also conceptual tools and devices. Pacey’s (1983) 
cultural criteria and notion of technological behavior may also 
be helpful in determining the types of inquiry we are intereste in. 
The subject matter might thus range from biomedical concerns to 
everyday gadgetry to cognitive systems to ethical schemata etc. 
Throughout all, humans are understood to be the ‘engines of tech-
nology’, driving technological development forward even as we 
consume ourselves with it.

Dear AERA QRSIG Members, 

In the recent issue of the International Journal of Qualitative 
Studies in Education (QSE,  2006, 19/4, pp 403-407), Amos Hatch 
laments the current political climate that  marginalizes and subor-
dinates qualitative research.  Hatch calls on qualitative researchers 
to “re-engage the paradigm wars” of the 1980s and to engage in 
“incisive resistance” by “generating qualitative studies that are so 
powerful they cannot be dismissed.” Hatch continues, “If we do 
not fight back, qualitative research in education could become self-
absorbed, fragmented, and ineffectual. And the neo-conservative 
dream of a return to scientific modernity will have become true.”  

Amos Hatch’s essay in QSE reminds us that when our QRSIG 
emerged twenty years ago, it was a collective resistance to the sci-
entific rationality that dominated AERA and a public declaration 
of the legitimacy of the scholarly insights proffered by qualitative 
research.  The SIG also provided qualitative researchers a place 
within AERA to present research, discuss methodological innova-
tions, and build community--as it still does today.  However, as the 
current neo-conservative powers work to regain the dominance of  
scientific rationality through public policy and discourse, is the time 
for qualitative researchers to reengage resistance and reaffirm le-
gitimacy. One way we can contribute  to the fight is by building the 
membership of the QRSIG.  

A strong QRSIG membership is evidence of our vitality. A 
strong membership makes a public statement that qualitative re-
searchers do not accept an inferior or secondary position in the so-
cially constructed hierarchy of research methodologies. Therefore, 
with Amos Hatch, I want to call upon educational qualitative re-
searchers to “mount a strong offense and put up a stout defense in 
order to re-establish qualitative research as a valuable and respected 
form of research.”  

Towards that end, with this issue of the QRSIG newsletter, I 
am launching a QRSIG membership drive.  At present, we have 
551 members.  Let’s double that number by the annual meeting in 
April, 2007.  

Please join with me in this membership drive.  If each current 
member signs up just one other person--a colleague, student, or pro-
fessor--we will meet and perhaps even exceed this goal.  There are 
so many AERA qualitative researchers who are not members. We 
need to encourage them to join the SIG.  I will pledge my time in 
encouraging lapsed QRSIG members to rejoin.   

How you can help build the QRSIG membership:  
1. Ask your colleagues, students or professors who do qualita-

tive research to become QRSIG members if they are not.   
2. Encourage them by discussing how being members is a small 

but important gesture of resistance to the hegemony of neo-con-
servative policies and discourses that saturate educational spaces.  
Share with them your own involvement with the SIG, and why you 
are a member.  

3.  Print this newsletter and distribute it.  Remind them that the 

cost of membership is only $7.00 per year.
4.  Make membership enrollment easy.  Send an email with the

Technology is everything from the ph 
content of water to nano-robots to monster trucks to space stations 
etc. Everyone has their own concerns and pet projects, and there is 
room for everyone to contribute their own dimension.Please take a 
few minutes to help build this resource - it is an open-community 
project, just like Wikipedia.

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Dissertation Award Call for  Nominations
Call for Nominations for the 2007 Qualitative Research SIG Out-
standing Dissertation Award for members of the American Educa-
tional Research Association

The Qualitative Research SIG invites nominations of disserta-
tions that make outstanding contributions to methodology of quali-
tative educational research. The winner of the qualitative award 
will also be recognized by the American Educational Research 
Association.

Dissertations completed during the 2005-2006 academic year, 
prior to December 1, 2006 will be eligible for consideration.

To nominate a dissertation, the nomination packet must in-
clude 3 sets of the following five (5) items:  

1. One letter of faculty endorsement from a member of the 
student’s dissertation committee who is an AERA member, attest-
ing that the dissertation was completed by the student during the 
time period specified and that the faculty member nominating or 
endorsing the nomination served on the dissertation committee. 
Please also include the oral defense date. This letter should in-
clude a brief clarification of the purposes, scope and quality of the 
student’s dissertation research, an explanation of how the disserta-
tion contributes to the field of qualitative methodology (in terms of 
theory and practice) and a discussion about why it is deserving of 
this methodological award.  

2. A title page for the dissertation (including university/col-
lege, name of the professor chairing the dissertation committee 
and a complete list of committee members).  In addition, please 
add to the title page complete contact information of either the 
student or the nominator that can be used for all correspondence 
regarding the award.

3. The Table of Contents from the dissertation
4. A summary of the dissertation, prepared by the student, 

that gives an overview of the research, a description of individual 
chapters, and a statement that provides a context for how the repre-
sentative chapter that is being sent fits within the overall disserta-
tion. (double-spaced, 12 pt. type, 10 pages max.) 

5. One representative chapter from the dissertation that best 
exemplifies the contribution of the dissertation to theorizing quali-
tative methodology. 

 Criteria for judging the merits of the dissertations include 
the significance and timeliness of the methodological issue(s) ad-
dressed, the integrity and quality of the discussion of the methods 
used for an empirical study, and the contribution of the disserta-
tion to the advancement of knowledge about an area of or issue 
in qualitative research methodology. Dissertation nominations 
must add to the theoretical and practical knowledge about con-
temporary methodological issues to be considered for the award. 
For example, a recent winner examined fictional writing genres 
and reflexive analyses of the researcher’s relationships with those 
studied.  Dissertations that use qualitative methods, but that do 
not contribute significantly to the theorization of methodology and 
substantially address contemporary issues in methodology are not 
eligible for the award.   

Nominations must be received by Friday, December 1, 2006. 
Late nominations or incomplete nominations will not be consid-
ered. Award finalists will be contacted the third week of January 
2007. The finalists may then be asked to supply 3 copies of the dis-

sertation to distribute to the committee for further consideration.
